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Associate and honorary supervisors are non-voting, volunteer members of the district board of supervisors.  An associate supervisor shall:
1. Be appointed by the district board of supervisors.
2. Be a resident of the district and be interested in soil conservation, water quality, and related natural resource management issues.
3. Attend at least five (5) meetings of the board of supervisors in a 12-month period.
4. Be familiar with the guidelines set forth in the MASCD Supervisor’s Handbook.
5. Actively participate in one or more SCD activities or committees to advance the work of the SCD.
6. Must be willing to be nominated as a supervisor when a board position becomes open.
7. Be evaluated yearly by ASCD Board Supervisors.  
Associate supervisors are not eligible under state law to receive per diem or reimbursement of mileage.  However, if the board wishes an associate supervisor to attend the meetings of the Maryland Association of Soil Conservation Districts (MASCD), mileage, meals, and lodging expenses may be reimbursed by the district if:
1. The associate supervisor has demonstrated, through attendance and involvement, a productive, continuing interest in district activities; and,
2. There are sufficient district (NOT STATE) funds available to reimburse the entire expense or any portion thereof as determined by the district.
Procedures for associate supervisors:
Allegany Soil Conservation District (ASCD) shall:
1. Appoint up to four (4) Associate Supervisors.
2. Pay associate supervisors $20 per diem for regular and special meetings and mileage at Maryland rate as verified from a web-based program to determine round-trip mileage.  Attendance to special meetings by Associates will be at the discretion of the board.

Guidelines for ASCD Honorary Supervisors
1. Once an individual’s appointment term has expired and they do not seek reappointment for either a supervisor or associate position from the State Soil Conservation Committee (SSCC) or the District Board of Supervisors, they are then eligible to become an honorary supervisor if they can meet the minimum qualifications of 20 years of service for the Allegany Soil Conservation District board.
2. Must have served on the ASCD Board of Supervisors for at least 20 years.
3. Attendance to special meetings will be at the discretion of the Board.
4. No per diem or mileage paid (regular or special meetings).  
5. Named Honorary Supervisor for remainder of life.
